SECTION 4 FIRST AID MEASURES

FIRST AID TREATMENT

SECTION 6 ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES

Observe all local and national regulations.

Spills and Disposal: Avoid contact with spilled or released material. Shut off leaks, if possible without personal risks.
Remove all sources of ignition in the surrounding area. Use appropriate containment to avoid environmental contamination.
Prevent from spreading and entering waterway using sand, earth or other appropriate barriers. Take precautionary measure
against static discharge. Ensure electrical continuity by bonding and earthing all equipment.

Methods and Materials for Containment and Clean Up Procedures: For small spills (<1 drum), transfer by mechanical
means to a labelled, sealable container for product recovery or safe disposal.

SECTION 7 HANDLING AND STORAGE

Precautions for Safe Handling and Storage: Avoid breathing of or contact with material. Use in well ventilated areas.
Wash thoroughly after handling. Avoid contact with skin and eyes and clothing. Handle open containers in well ventilated
area. Ensure that the workplace is ventilated such that the Occupational Exposure limit is not exceeded. Avoid contact with
skin, eyes, and clothing.

Respiratory Protection: If work practices do not maintain airborne level below the exposure standard, use appropriate
respiratory protection equipment.
